Businesses should provide an offer

Businesses may change the
offer by the 25™ of each month or

Businesses may also offer
additional in store discounts for

customers with wristbands.

To receive discounts from
participating businesses, consumers
must purchase a wristband for $10
which will be good from May 1
through April 30, 2011.

Wristbands will be sold by
